7th    Pray that Phil & Chloe as they continue in their ministry at Muswell Hill and 

that Phil will continue to be an effective minister of the gospel in his 
context. 

 
8th Pray that the Shallowford Bible Day would be a great time of blessing and 

encouragement today. Pray for our speaker Steve Brady as he opens 
Nehemiah to us.
